Her professional experience also includes
positions as Director of Communications for the Portland School of Art, Portland,
Maine; as Head W nter for the Museum of Fine Arts, Boston; as an instructor at
Hebel Teachers College, Shijiazhuang, China; and as Assistant to the Director of
The Bell Gallery, Brown University, Providence, Rl.

Ms. Steliga holds an MA in English from Brown University and a BA in English
from the University of New Hampshire. She also conduded graduate studies in
Ead Asian Languages and Civilizations at Harvard.

Her first book, Water Runs to What is Wet received a Pushcart Prize nomination
and was awarded First Prize by the Academy of American Poets.
